 Renovations on the Hope House began in November. Shamgar Ministries with the 
assistance of Hooked on Jesus volunteered to coordinate the renovations. 
 The Hope House is the original building. Hope House served as the residential facil-
ity, meeting facility, and administrative facility in 1999. As the organization has 
ƎǊƻǿƴΣ ǘƘŜ ōǳƛƭŘƛƴƎΩǎ ǳǎŜ Ƙŀǎ ŎƘŀƴƎŜŘΦ  
 The most recent use of the Hope House is a location for the residents to hold meet-
ings and an office for the counselor. In order for maximum use of the facility, renova-
tions were necessary, as well as routine maintenance and upkeep.   
 Phase one of the renovation project was to eliminate walls in four rooms and a 
chimney to open the space for a large group/meeting room. Other renovations during 
the first phase were new cabinets and countertops for the kitchen and bathroom, as 
well as fresh paint and carpet. 
 Phase one is complete. The next step is to secure donors for the replacement of the 
front porch, new windows throughout the building, paint for the other rooms, and 
complete a sun porch. 
 The renovation will enable Promise of Hope to provide a more adaptable facility for 
the residents to be served through daily meetings, one-on-one counseling, and Family 
Day activities. Family Day is held once a month. Husbands, children, and parents at-
tend this monthly meeting. Family members learn about the disease of addiction and 
have the opportunity to share feelings, concerns, and fears with other family mem-
bers, some of whom have been in the recovery for a long time.

$150 per week, beginning the 91st day. 
The fee to the resident then becomes 
less than half the actual cost.

Heart of Hope

When I interact with people that are suffering and really learn 
what their life has been like for years, it never ceases to amaze 
me what people can endure.  Often I encounter people who 
would rather stay in hellish situations simply because they are 
used to it, rather than muster up the courage to face a new 
environment outside of their comfort zone.  Recovery, how-
ever, by definition, means change.  It is commonly heard in 
the rooms that in order to recover, we must abandon old 
ideas and to change people, places, and things.  Simply put:  
for us to move forward in spiritual growth, we must be willing 
to put forth effort, and this includes stepping outside of our 
physical and emotional comfort zones. 
 
Most of us looking to get sober are coming from extremely 
dysfunctional behaviors and environments.  The way people 
behave on the street caused us to be brought up hard and we

As soon as we 
came into recovery, it was emphasized to us to forsake our 
dysfunctional environment and build an entirely new support 
group.  We were told to change people, places, and things.  
We were told to abandon old ideas.  We were told that half 
measures availed us nothing.  We had to forsake the dope 
hold, to not go to the bar, and not to answer the phone when 
particular friends call if we seriously want change. 
 
Oftentimes change is difficult because we are so concerned 
with what other people think.  This is true even inside of re-
covery with people with years of sobriety.  Some of us are 
surrounded by people that have been dysfunctional for as long

We will now find our-
selves in a position to choose whether we are going to be co-
dependent and try to please all those around us, or if we are 

going to make ourselves available for what God has to offer.   
 
Perhaps a new group of friends will challenge our old ideas and 
attitudes.  Different types of people may constructively assess 
erroneous thinking and narrow-minded conclusions we have 
made in the past.  We may find that as we move toward a 
healthier, God-centered group, we also need a new attitude that 
will no longer justify our dysfunctional behavior.  This is a good
