diction for many years. With each trip to detox or rehab (and there were many), I deluded myself into believing that “if
only” I did this or that maybe the situation would change. I did not understand that | am powerless over this disease.
Eventually, our family reached a new low and we were desperate to provide my daughter with one more opportunity at
recovery. I heard about Promise of Hope and read the Promise of Hope Mission; “To enable women to understand and
accept Christ's forgiveness and acceptance through the study of God's Holy Word and 12-step recovery program.” Wow! I
believe in and understand the disease concept of addiction, but I always felt something was missing from other rehab pro-
grams my daughter attended. I believe now that it was the spiritual component. I could never begin to comprehend the
guilt and shame my daughter lived with, but I began to hope that she could find a spiritual connection and finally start
the healing process. Everything I read about the program renewed in me the hope that Promise of Hope was different!
When my daughter first arrived at Promise of Hope they performed a life-saving surgery. . . a “mom-ectomy!” I was my
daughter’s biggest enabler. I heard, for the first time, that I was “loving my daughter to death” and I was hurt and angry
(I understand those words now and I am thankful to the staff). As a mom I was doing what I “thought” was the right
thing to do but it was killing my daughter! Family lockdown, separating me from my daughter, was a gift that allowed my
daughter to become both self-reliant and God reliant instead of relying on mom. The tools that Promise of Hope teaches
the girls are amazing. To watch the transformation is nothing short of a miracle. The unconditional love and support
(although tough) of the Promise of Hope staff, transforms lives every day ! Today I no longer question God or His plan.
Although we are on round two, I do not believe that relapse is a failure; failure comes when we give up hope and stop try-
ing. I trust in His plan for my daughter and I am eternally grateful that her disease renewed my faith in Him. I am eter-

nally grateful and optimistic thanks to Promise of Hope. Thank you for restoring hope in those who have lost hope!
